
1. Remove the front struts from the vehicle.

2. Compress the spring using spring compressors.

3. Remove the top shock nut from the strut, take note of
the configuration of the parts, as shown in figure 1.

4. Press the polyurethane bush into the shock absorber
bearing.

Tip: Apply somewashing up liquid to the bush to ease the
fitment of the bush.

5. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore of the
bush.

6. Insert the sleeve into the bore of the bush.

7. Refit in the reverse of the assembly order to re-assemble
the strut.

8. Tension all hardware to manufacturers recommended
torque settings.
