Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the front lower wishbone rear
housing and bush. Remove the arm from the
bush and the bush from the bracket.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bore
of the bracket.

3. Apply some bearing lock to the knurled
section of the aluminium outer shell and
place the shell into the bracket from the rear
face, rotate the shell so the arrows point
outwards (to be engraved). Rotate the shell in
the bracket until the offset bore is positioned
towards the outside of the car to provide
maximum caster offset and press the bracket
into position.
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4. Apply some of the supplied grease to the
bore of the shell and end faces of the bush.

5. Push the bracket/shell onto the bush so the
head of the bush fits into the recess of the
shell.
